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Electronic Resources
SuperSearch – new interface 

A new version of SuperSearch has been released.  The new interface aims to make finding the right resources easier.  Some of the new features are:

· Search result options will be available in the form of clustered/faceted refinement options displayed to the right of the results allowing one click access to shorter results sorted by topics, dates, authors and journal titles
· More direct linking to full text via a full text button to be displayed in the results screens, where a results only relates to 1 full text option clicking this button will take you as close to your article as the vendor database allows and if there is more than one option a short ‘Source It’ menu only displaying the full text options will show
· New find e-journals functionality, new search by subject functionality and more options for saving your favourite results and journals to your ‘my stuff’ area - within your ‘my stuff’ your favourite journals will now display in alphabetical order and a new create your own reading list option is available for your 'my marked records'

Scopus is a large abstract and citation database of research literature and quality web sources, with access to
· Over 15,000 peer-reviewed journals from more than 4,000 international publishers 
· Over 1,000 open access journals 
· 500 conference proceedings 
· Over 600 trade publications 
· Over 125 book series 
· 33 million records, of which: 
· 16 million records include references going back to 1996 
· 7 million pre-1996 records go back as far as 1869

Collection News
Research Support Fund (RSF) 2008

A reminder, that academics are invited to submit applications for the Library’s Research Support Fund by April 30th.   The Library’s Research Support Fund (RSF) has $474,000 available for submissions this year.  

The RSF is used to acquire titles of a research nature, not routine teaching resources.  It may only be used for one-off purchases.  Items of $2,000 or more are eligible.

All formats will be considered (e.g. print, electronic, microform).  Where an electronic version exists, it may be given preference, in accordance with the Library’s collection policy.  

A consistent effort is made to ensure a spread of expenditure across disciplines.

Material which is not eligible:

•           Items of a lesser value, including batches of books to make up $2,000  

•           Subscription titles, e.g. journals, databases

The Library’s Materials Vote and Access Group will meet on May 12th to consider the submissions and make decisions.  Results will be communicated ASAP to the recommenders and faculties and also posted on this site.
