Trial - MarketLine

SuperSearch – new interface 

A new version of SuperSearch has been released.  The new interface aims to make finding the right resources easier.  Now when you access SuperSearch from the library home page you will be taken to the ‘Multi Database Search’ Screen.  From here you need to ‘select a subject’ from the drop down menu on the left.   There is a ‘commerce’ subject and this is then divided into sub-categories according to the type of resources listed. Borrowing statistics – 2007

Did you know that in 2007

· Staff and students from the Faculty of Economics & Commerce were the second largest borrowers of items from the university’s libraries?  This amounts to 11% of all borrowings second only to the Arts Faculty who borrowed 27% of the total borrowings in 2007.

· Staff and students from the Faculty were the largest borrowers from the East Asia collection amounting to 40% of all borrowings.

· Approximately 41,000 items were borrowed from the Giblin Library (this does not include items on reserve in the Baillieu Library).

· Of those items borrowed from the Giblin 40% were by Economics and Commerce staff and students and 25% by those in the Arts Faculty, the rest were borrowed across a range of faculties.
