Items for Reserve 

In preparation for Summer School and First Semester please inform the library of your reserve requirements as soon as possible. At least six weeks lead time is required for new reserve items.  The information required includes details of:

· textbooks and recommended readings including new titles 
· material that can be removed from short term loan due to changing course requirements
To check what material has been placed on reserve for a subject click on the Course button available from the Library Catalogue search screen. Notification of student numbers will assist in ensuring an appropriate number of copies are available to students.  

You may also want to consider using Readings Online which is a service for academic staff that provides electronic access to prescribed materials for students.
